 A - Enter an A for an A, A+, or A- grade 
 B - Enter a B for a B, B+, or B- grade 
 C - Enter a C for a C, C+, or C- grade 
 D - Enter a D for a D, D+, or D- grade 
 F - Enter F for a Failing grade 
 T - Tested out of MATH 111 and/or MATH 112 (example: Placement into MATH 251) 
 IP - Enter IP for courses that are in progress spring term 
 R - Enter R for courses being retaken spring term 
 PB - Make this entry for general education coursework that is satisfied through  
   a previous BS, BA, or Master’s degree (these courses include: WRI 121, 
   SPE 111, MATH 111, PSY 201, Social Science & Humanities elective.) 
 PP - Indicates a ‘Pass’ for courses resulting in P/F (pass/fail) 
 PF - Indicates a ‘Fail’ for courses resulting in P/F (pass/fail)
